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While UConn Health does not offer dedicated student housing,
we understand the importance of finding a place that suits your

needs during medical school.

Housing Timeline:

We know finding housing is a priority, but many leases for next fall
won't be available until May or June. To stay ahead, consider

these steps:
e Start early and plan ahead.

e Decide whether to live with family, a partner, roommates, or alone.
e Research nearby locations.
e Contact landlords about lease timeframes.

Additional Comments:

Each living arrangement and location has its pros
and cons, but you'll have the support of both the
school and current students to help guide your
decision.

e Timing: The best time to find rental housing
is 1-2 months before your lease begins, but
it's helpful to start researching earlier.

e Options: Some may choose to buy or live
with family to save money.

e Current first year students will be ending

leases as well.
